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STATE HISTORIC PARK

The Colorado River State Historic Park is the
original home of the Yoma Quartermaster
Depot, an Army supply depot that operated
from 1865-1883 during the Indian Wars.

The depot depended upon the Colorado

River as a transportation highway that
allowed steamboats to deliver tons of

supplies from the California coast.

In 1904, the abandoned depot became the
headquarters for the Bureau of Reclamation’s
Yuma Irrigation Project. The Yuma Project
resulted in the construction of the first dam on

the lower Colorado River, and transformed the

Yuma Valley into an agricultural powerhouse.

TODAY, the park tells the story of the
past, present, and future of the Colorado
River, and its role in the settlement and
development of both Yuma and the larger
desert Southwest.

The Yuma Irrigation Project heralded the
beginning of the river’s transformation
over the past one hundred years. The
Bureau of Reclamation ultimately
constructed eight dams on the Lower
Colorado River in Arizona. Learn how
the dams brought hydropower, flood
control, and a secure source of water for
farming and growth in the Southwest.

Visit the oldest adobes in Arizona. Marvel at
the engineering wonder of the Yuma Siphon
Project and stroll through the Southern
Pacific Railroad and steamboat exhibits, while
experiencing early life on the Colorado River
at the Southwest’s oldest military depot.

Come discover how the Colorado River
became the most endangered river in

the United States and the challenges it
now faces to sustain life in the West for
future generations. Your visit supports the
preservation of this historic riverfront park.
